Reminders/Important Information

May Bank Holiday - Please remember that the Government changed the early

Lateness - Recent monitoring carried out this year has shown that lessons are
starting late due to children arriving late to school. School starts at 8.55 prompt.
If your child is 5 minutes late every day, they will miss three days of learning
each year. If they are 15 minutes late every day, they will miss 2 weeks of
learning each year. This would have a negative impact on your child's education,
both in terms of attainment and progress as well as disrupting other children.
Please try and ensure your child is not late to school.

We have quite a lot of debfts still outstanding, not only
for lunches but for things like Gym (chestnut class) and Manor Adventure. If we
don't receive enough payments for Gym then sessions may be at risk of being
cancelled.
