As writers, we are going to be using the
text, The Naughty Bus to create our own
stories.

Multiplication and Division:

As mathematicians, We will learn how to
solve one-step problems involving
multiplication and division, by
calculating the answer using concrete
objects, pictorial representations and
arrays.

We will learn our 2s, 5s and 10s times
tables.

The children will learn how to group and
share small quantities.

Fractions:

Children will learn how to recognise, find
and name a half as 1 of 2 equal parts of
an object, shape or quantity. Children
will recognise, find and name a quarter
as 1 of 4 equal parts of an object, shape
or quantity

This term we will find out what a plant is and
explore the school grounds to identify garden
plants and identify some wild plants.
